Anderson-Widenhouse Living & Learning Community

Anderson Hall

Co-ed by floor, Anderson Hall houses up to 75 students and maintains a more intimate living
environment. Restroom facilities are shared by wing. Laundry and kitchenette services are on
each floor, free of charge. Studentrooms are 151 square feet and include a buili-in
dresser/wardrobe, a desk and chair, and an extra-long twin bed, for each student. Each room is
equipped with an active telephone jack and high speed internet access. Each roomis also
capable of receiving cable TV if students wish to subscribe. All students living in Anderson Hall
are required to have either a 10-Meal or Carte Blanche meal plan.

Widenhouse Hall

Co-ed by room, these self-contained units feature small kitchenettes and private baths.
Capacity for this facility is approximately 165 students. Students choosing a double will have 215
square feet, and those in triple or quad rooms, 445 square feet. All rooms include one restroom
with shower/bathtub, a wardrobe closet, an extra-long twin bed, a dresser, a desk, and a chair,
for each student. Each room is equipped with an active telephone jack and high speed internet
access. Each room is also capable of receiving cable TV if students wish to subscribe. The
kitchenette includes a sink, microwave, medium sized refrigerator/freezer, mirror, and cabinet
space. Laundry facilities are available on each floor, free of charge. All students living in
Widenhouse Hall are required to have either a 10-Meal or Carte Blanche meal plan.

Rimview Hall Suites

Co-ed by room, Rimview Hall provides suite style living including four separate bedrooms, a
micro-kitchen, and two bathrooms. Each room is equipped with an active telephone jack and
high speed internet access. Each room is also capable of receiving cable TV if students wish to
subscribe. Students must be of at least sophomore standing to be eligible to live in Rimview Hall.

Jorgenson Hall Apartments

Individual apartments with private entrances are available for family housing. Single students
who are of a junior or senior status are also eligible if space allows. Most apartments are 728
square feet with a bedroom, study room, living room, full kitchen and bathroom. Each
unfurnished unit includes a full sized refrigerator/freezer, stove/oven, double sink, heating and air
conditioning and window blinds. Heat, air, electricity, local phone and water are included in
rent. Six-month leases are available beginning either January 1 or July 1. A limited number of
larger and smaller units are available. For more information, contact your admissions
representative or the housing office at 406-657-1051.
